We are delighted to learn that Mrs. Madhuri Sharma’s book Through The Eyes Of An Immigrant has been recently published by Vantage Press, New York. Here is a write-up on the book given by her: 

“This work of non-fiction is a true-to-life depiction of my experiences as an Indian woman transitioning to American culture in the 1970ʼs when we arrived as immigrants to the U.S., and spent almost three decades of our life in Syracuse, New York. I have tried to portray to my readers a first-hand account of the real world of immigrants as seen through the eyes of an immigrant. It presents a tasteful juxtaposition of the Indian and American cultures and gives the reader an introspective view not only into the honesty of the presentation but also the willingness of the author to candidly share her experiences with her fellow beings in a country she has chosen to make her home.

There are also sections in the book for my vicarious readers describing our travels to distant countries that have served to widen our cultural horizons and view firsthand the wide variances that exist in human tastes and needs.

The last chapter titled ‘Reflections’ talks about the greatness of America as also the currently ingrained weaknesses in the American system that is gradually beginning to take root here.”

Most you are familiar with her as she was a prominent member of our community in Syracuse and a very active member of ICRCC until a few years ago when she and her husband, Dr. P.K. Sharma moved to Albany. She served ICRCC  as President and rendered services in many fields. In particular during her tenure as President, she took the lead part in getting our 2000 directory published and raising a significant amount of money towards the 9/11 victims.
